WHETSTONE, BOYS TRACK 
Callahan, a senior, dominated the sprints in the Gary Smith Invitational at Thomas 
Worthington, winning the 100 (10.81 seconds, a meet record), 200 (21.81) and 400 
(49.64). Earlier in the week, he won the 100 (10.5) and anchored the second-place 
400 relay (42.8) in the Braves Invitational at Whetstone.

Godard, a senior midfielder, scored 17 points in two games, including a season-
high seven goals in a 14-9 victory over Cincinnati Sycamore. Godard added an 
assist in the victory, which snapped a 34-game win streak by Sycamore and 
avenged a 9-7 defeat to the Aviators in the 2007 state title game. Godard has 70 
points (53 goals, 17 assists) through 16 games this season.
